OFFICIAL COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course examines the international dimension of the nonprofit world. It focuses on those nonprofit organizations that work across borders because: 1) they seek to influence global issues such as economic justice, human rights or the environment; 2) they deliver aid or capacity building programs in developing countries; or 3) they are the secretariat or headquarters of an international network of organizations. The course will explore international and cross-cultural management issues, relationships with national governments and supranational entities, and international advocacy strategies.

INSTRUCTOR’S OVERVIEW

The goal of the course is to help you understand the phenomena of the “nonprofit world” in which nonprofit organizations are becoming more salient both within country and in international arenas. We will analyze the global organizational, political and economic dimensions of nonprofit work and the factors that are likely to result in successful outcomes.  We will examine the estimated 2,000 international nonprofits registered in New York City and at the countless other organizations around the world.

I am working on the assumption that students have chosen to take this course because they are already working in nonprofits that work in the global arena, or because they are interested in working in one in the future, so I will incorporate students’ individual interests in the course whenever possible. We will also spend time exploring the strategies and skills needed to find jobs in this sector.  

I am also assuming that you may have completed MPA and MIA courses such as PAF 9120 Management of Public and Nonprofit Organizations I, PAF 9151 The Administration of Nonprofit and Voluntary Organizations, PAF 9181 Comparative Public Administration and PAF9184 International Institutions, or that students in MA, MBA, and MSc programs will have done equivalent courses in their programs. If you have not completed any of the courses above, and you have not done equivalent studies elsewhere, you might have to do additional readings to make sure you understand the core concepts in the field.

A Note about Terminology:  The title of this course refers to “nonprofit” (without a hyphen) organizations, to reflect the terminology used in the nonprofit management program in the Marxe School of Public and International Affairs. However, the terms nongovernment(al) organization (NGO) and international nongovernment(al) organization (INGOs) will also be used throughout the course. Around the world, other terms are used – including voluntary, community, third sector, civil society and social economy organizations, as well as associations, charities, foundations, social enterprises, and acronyms such as GONGO and QUANGO. We will discuss terminology in the first class, but in general, they all describe similar organizations that have a social mission and do not distribute profits to owners. In this course, I will use the terms nonprofits and NGOs as though they were equivalent.

1. Identify and evaluate the economic, political, social and institutional environments that shape the national nonprofits sectors around the world and the operational contexts of international nonprofit organizations.

2. Describe and evaluate the different organizational models used in the governance and management of nonprofits that work across borders.  

3. Demonstrate a capacity to understand and address the challenges facing nonprofits as they seek to fulfill their international and global goals.  

4. Identify and evaluate the strategic and ethical issues facing nonprofits in their dealings with governments, supranational entities, other nongovernmental organizations, and target populations around the world.

5. Define the skills and competencies needed to work in nonprofits and measure their own levels of these skills and competencies.

6. Locate, use and evaluate the usefulness of the information available for continuing education and support on international nonprofits issues.

7. Demonstrate effective, persuasive oral and written communication skills in analyzing issues and recommending future actions related to international nonprofits.

DETAILS OF ASSESSMENTS

All assignments will be graded anonymously.  Student’s name name should not appear anywhere on the paper.  It is required that you use the Back-Page Checklist from the Evaluation Standards and Assessment Criteria document on Blackboard.
Submit papers for grading in hard copy. But if you don’t have access to a printer or have other printing problems, you can ask to submit by email or online. You should submit/upload only one document, preferably in PDF format.
I allow students to re-submit the first paper if they want to improve their grade. You must re-submit by the next class after papers are first returned (re-submissions will not be accepted later). There is no limit on the grade for the re-submitted paper. Later in the semester, I do not allow re-submissions, but will comment on drafts submitted at least two working days before the due date.

1. Preparation/Attendance/Participation/Blogging (continuous throughout the semester)

The participation component of your assessment includes the following elements:

a) You should be an active participant in class discussions. This will mean that you will have to do the readings, form an opinion and be prepared to answer questions and discuss issues that are raised (my policy is to call on students randomly). Note that if you consider yourself to be “quiet” and prefer to not speak up in class you should discuss this with the instructor. Attendance is compulsory; students with more than two unexplained absences will receive a Fail grade for the course.  If you miss a class, it will impact your participation grade unless you submit a 3-page critical analysis of the readings for that day on the Missed Class Forum on the Blackboard Discussion Board
b) You must also post on the class blog. The blog is an ongoing conversation about the issues we are addressing in this course. You are required to post at least ten (10) times throughout the semester, including both some original posts and some comments on colleagues’ posts. The posting or comment can be of any length and should demonstrate your ability to locate and analyze outside materials relevant to the course. Your post should indicate how it addresses the issues in this course. During the semester you should be scanning newspapers, social media, television and radio for items that are relevant to the readings and class discussions. Blogging is compulsory. BLOG OFTEN, BLOG EARLY; students who do not blog will receive a maximum grade of C for participation; students who not post ten times or only blog towards the end of the semester will receive a maximum grade of B for participation. At the beginning of most classes I will ask someone to talk more about their blog post or comment.  NOTE: This is an international course, so if you speak a language other than English you must post at least once in that language. And everyone must comment on at least one post originally written a language they do not speak (use an online translator, such as Google Translate https://translate.google.com/, to understand the content of a blog post in a language you don’t speak.). 
c) Every student must give a class presentation on any international nonprofit topic of their choice. It can be the same as either your national or organizational case study, on the issues you will address in your final assignment, or any other topic of your interest. Each presenter will have a maximum 15 minute slot (10 mins talk, plus 5 mins Q&A – you must leave time for questions). Note the presentation will not be graded separately, but you will receive feedback from the professor and classmates. It is recommended, but not required, that you ask a colleague to video at least a short section of your talk, so you can see yourself as others see you. I will distribute a sign-up sheet on the first day.
2.  National Case Study (3 pages, 750 words, + references). Due dates: see Class Schedule on page 6 – submit hard copy AND post on Blackboard forum on National Case Studies.
Choose any country you are interested in and prepare a 3-page case study/analysis of its nonprofit sector, exploring both the domestic and international dimensions of its operations. The case study should have three key sections:

· Short history of the sector in that country

· Current legal and regulatory context
· Evolving issues
The conclusion should indicate in the whether the state and shape of the sector in the country support or contradict the frames/patterns presented in Ch. 4 in the textbook. If you have an area of particular interest (arts, human rights, small business development, etc.) feel free to focus on that subsector. You will submit a hard copy to the professor for grading AND post a copy on the Blackboard forum on National Case Studies.
 3. Organization Case Study (4 pages, 1,000 words, + references). Due dates: see Class Schedule on page 6 – submit hard copy AND post on Blackboard forum on INGO Case Studies.
Choose any international nonprofit “organization” (note that organization is in inverted commas, because it does not have to be formally constituted -- you can choose a movement, a website, or any other form of international nonprofit/voluntary/collective activity). Prepare a 4-page written analysis of the organization that covers the following:

· Name

· Formal status

· Mission/Objective
· Structure and operations (Give as much organizational details as you can -- budget, staff, offices, etc.)

· How does the work of the organization reflect the issues/topics that are covered in this course? What challenges is the organization dealing with? What are its strategic options? (Note that this analysis should make up at least half of the paper).
SEE APPENDIX I FOR EXAMPLES OF INGOs. You can use one of these organizations, or use any other INGO you are interested in. If you work in an international nonprofit, the case study can be about your own organization. You will submit a hard copy to the professor for grading AND post a copy on the Blackboard forum on INGO Case Studies.
4.  Research Project – Proposal (0%), Annotated Bibliography (15%) and Final Project and Reflection (25%). For word lengths, see details below. Due dates: see Class Schedule on page 6
Choose any topic that focuses on international nonprofits, and the role they play in international or domestic affairs. You can choose either a topic covered in the course material or another topic you think is missing from the course, and complete a research project. This can be a policy paper, a country/sector analysis, or organizational review.  The central issues must be the role that international profits are playing, or should play, in the topic you choose, or the changes you want to see in the way international nonprofits are operating, etc.
The default format for this project is a written report (a policy memo, briefing paper, research paper, journal article, organizational analysis etc.). However, you may choose instead any other format you prefer such as a podcast, video, webinar, conference presentation, comic, script for a play or movie, etc.
The project will be in four stages:

· Proposal for final research project. (Not graded, but returned with comments).  If the final project is not a written paper, you must provide details of the proposed alternative project. Due September 25. Keep the following in mind in your proposal:
a. The focus of the topic must be the international dimensions of the sector. If you focus on one country, you should be looking at some aspect of how INGOs operate there. 

b. The proposal should be 1-2 pages and cover the following elements:
i. What is the topic? Be specific about what question/s you will answer. 
ii. What format will the project be? Will it be a written paper, what type of written paper (a policy memo, briefing paper, research paper, journal article, organizational analysis etc.), who will it be address to, and what role do you play as the writer? Or will you use an alternate format? 
iii. How will you answer your questions? What sources do you plan to use (e.g. documents, interviews, etc.)?
· Annotated Bibliography. Submit a written annotated bibliography of at least 8 sources that are not from the required readings. You can use 4 from the list of suggested readings, but you must also find at least 4 additional sources that are not listed in this course outline. The sources can be journal articles, reports, practice handbooks, etc. You should list all the readings in alphabetical order using correct referencing style, and provide a short 100-150 word critical analysis of each. Final word length will be 800-1200 words. See a guide to annotated bibliographies at: http://guides.library.cornell.edu/c.php?g=32342&p=203789 ). 
· Submission/circulation of draft to work group. These groups will be determined by the topics to be addressed and the formats used. Your classmates will give you feedback on your draft. 
· Final Project and Reflection. If the paper is a written report, the word length is 8-10 pages (2,000-2,5000 words). If you are using an alternative format, the length/type will have been agreed to as part of the proposal process. Along with the Final Project, you must submit, as an addendum, a one-page reflection on whether you were able to fulfill the goals of your original proposal and on the challenges you faced. If your final project is not a written paper, you must still submit the reflection in a written format. (Depending on the format/content projects that are not written papers may require a slight longer addendum with the references etc.). Due on the last day of class.
For this project, you will work in a support group. Before submission of the final project you will share the draft with our group and give each other feedback.

Along with the final project, you must submit, as an addendum, a one-page reflection on whether you were able to fulfil the goals of your original proposal and on the challenges you faced. If your final project is not a written paper, you must still submit the one-page reflection in a written format.
